We will look at the graduation percentage and the Watch List from Skyward student 
management system.

Advocates tracked all students with failing grades each term.  Advocates helped recover an 
average of 18 credits per term.  


We achieved our goal of 93% graduation rate.

Action Steps

We will employ student advocates to track academics, credits, and attendance of students 
identified as at-risk to not graduate. They will coordinate their efforts with teachers, 
counselors, and administrators to provide support for students.


We will fund two half-time teachers for math and science to reduce class sizes to allow 
teachers to work one-on-one with struggling students. 


We will employ a digital curriculum aide to help students who are behind on credits work 
toward graduation. 


We will employ an attendance aide to work with students to improve attendance.

Each week advocates identified students deficient in credits and failing classes.  They met with 
an administrator and counselor to develop a plan to help the students recover deficient credit 
and improve failing grades.  During the 4th quarter advocates spent time contacting students 
at home during the Covid quarantine to help with essentials.


Teachers were employed to reduce class sizes and we created essential courses in math to 
provide one on one instruction.


We employed a digital curriculum aide.  The students in theses classes are able to recover 
credit through online packets with the help of an aide during school.


Advocates and attendance aide closely monitoring student attendance and called home.

Our teachers in Math, English, and Science worked to help achieve our goal of 80% proficiency 
on essential standards, which included the process of identifying and refining their essential 
standards.  


We were on track to achieve our 80% proficiency rate when 4th term and Covid started. 4th 
term the students went to online learning only and all students received full credit without 
scores on essentials.


We will continue to work to achieve our goal on the remaining subjects.

We will hire two half-time teachers in math and science to reduce class size. 


We will hire an english and math aide to provide support for struggling students. 


Team leaders and teachers will participate in professional development opportunities to 
identify and implement strategies to help students reach mastery on essentials. We will send 
faculty to conferences,  team time collaboration, and leadership training. This will include 
travel expenses, food, housing, registration fees, and substitute teachers.

We were able to reduce class sizes by funding a extra periods in Math, Science, and English.


We were able to hire aides in Math and English.  We also hired a math teacher to give extra 
support in math and reduce class sizes.


We were also able to take science teachers to a conference focused on improving working 
through the PLC process and identifying essentials.
