This is part of the
battle of scoring well on the ACT test.

AP Data:

If students are not performing in an AP class, they are asked to leave that class.

The AP data was overall good. Still moving in the right direction..still a lot of room for
improvement.

We have added more concurrent enrollment offerings and would really like to have all seniors
take at least one AP and/or one concurrent enrollment clags before they leave Westlake High.
