Culture of Learning

Conditions exist at the institution that result in
support and active participation among
stakeholders who routinely demonstrate
commitment to learners' academic and non-
academic needs and interests. Westlake High
School is a large school with a population of 2700
students predicted to grow to 3200 for the coming
school year. The administrative staff consists of the
principal, six vice principals, and eight counselors. To
ensure the school is functioning well daily, there are
many practices in place that allow for collaboration
and open communication. Parents, teachers, and
students have access to administration when needs
arise and they routinely address the academic,
emotional, and social needs of their students. During
the institution overview presentation, it was highlighted
several times that their professional learning
communities (PLCs) are highly functioning and are a
vital part of the school’s success. Teacher teams
collaborate weekly and there is a strong sense of
collegiality and collaboration during these meetings.
The teaching teams have been working with
professional learning coaches provided by the school
district to train them on methods that lead to more
effective collaboration and communication. Teams
that were struggling a bit received more training, and
the institution now feels their professional learning
communities are highly functioning and effective. It

G

was noted that staff members regularly spend time
together outside of weekly collaboration involved in
such activities as eating lunch together, attending
conferences, and working together to gather materials
for lessons and activities. Much of the PLC time is
devoted to analyzing student data, intervention
implementation, and methods to increase student
growth, both academically and in non-academic
areas.

Individual student plans are created using data
obtained from academic testing, Wellness Room
access record sheets, counseling retention data,
attendance data, and stakeholder input obtained
through personal contact and district survey data. An
initiative that the school started this year they feel is
showing success is a thirty-minute period at the
beginning of the day four days a week called
Hammertime. This is an open fluid time that can be
used in a variety of ways and allows for students and
teachers to interact freely to address both academic
and non-academic needs. The name Hammertime
derives from the school’s mascot Thor, whose
hammer is his source of power. Feedback from
parents and students regarding Hammertime is
generally positive as well as input from staff. Another
initiative the school leadership discussed during their
presentation was the newly implemented practices of
the Wellness Room. This is a structured space where
students can go to recenter when they are feeling
overwhelmed and stressed. This space provides
resources and strategies that support the practices of
mindfulness. Records are kept of who visits this room
and data are gathered and monitored to help
determine the effectiveness of the time students
spend here. The Wellness Room is staffed by a
paraprofessional referred to as an advocate. Staff
have weekly student success meetings and are further
supported by the social emotional wellness team to
discuss individual student concerns. The institution
also has two community outreach coordinators who
work with students and their families to help identify
outside resources to help them in various areas of
need. It was evident to the Engagement Review team
the institution has several practices in place to
address both the academic and non-academic needs
of their students, and staff receive appropriate support
to build upon best practices for learner success. The
team suggests the institution continue to collect and
reflect upon data gathered from the new initiatives
implemented to determine effectiveness in the
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intended outcome areas.
Leadership for Learning

Leaders and professional staff members
implement ongoing practices, processes, and
decision making that improve learning and engage
stakeholders. Leaders at the institution consistently
engage professional staff members in developing,
communicating, implementing, monitoring, and
adjusting the continuous improvement process. An
example of this commitment to continuous
improvement can be seen in the deep data dives that
all staff participate in three times a year. After looking
at the data, staff are asked to identify school focuses
for the coming year. This past year stakeholders
chose to focus on increased and sustained graduation
rates, inclusion and increased performance for the
multi-language learner population, and increased
student connection. These three school-wide goals
are then discussed further during weekly professional
collaboration times and strategies are developed to
best address these goals. As was mentioned, the
school has instituted an effective professional learning
community. Two coaches have been assigned to the
school and continue to collaborate with teacher teams
on best practices to regularly assess and adjust
instructional practices to meet the needs of all
learners. Various meetings are held throughout the
institution to determine what must be implemented for
students. Some of these meetings are within the
special education department where strategies are
developed to address targeted educational needs
which may involve individualized student plans such
as development of a 504 accommodation as well as
through Student Success team meetings. These
meetings are held weekly and are attended by
administration, counselors, and advocates from the
Wellness Room. During these meetings, the team
discusses social-emotional issues of students who
may require additional attention to be successful.
Information and recommendations are then shared
with parents, teachers, and students which can result
in developing or modifying a student’s individualized
education plan or 504 accommodations. Parents may
also receive further information on outside resources
that can be helpful for their children and connect with
the community outreach coordinators who work
directly with the families to help those students at
most risk. Beyond stakeholders developing best
practices for students and their families, leaders are
committed to building leadership amongst the staff.
The administration participates in scheduled district
leadership training and this model carries over to the

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teaching staff. Incorporated into the professional
learning community meetings are school leadership
and department leadership team training. These
meetings are teacher directed under the guidance of
the PLC coaches. Additionally, teacher leaders work
with the administration to establish the courses that
will be taught year to year including elective courses
and meet regularly to bring the desires of their
teachers and teams to collaborative leadership
meetings. The institution is to be commended for its
efforts to involve stakeholders in decision-making that
positively affects the academic and social-emotional
well-being of their learners and the commitment to
growing leadership from within their staff. The team
would remind the leadership to continually collect and
monitor information gathered from staff, student, and
parent surveys to measure the success of programs
being implemented by the institution.

Engagement of Learning

Learners have access and choice in academic and
non-academic opportunities most suited to their
individual needs and well-being. Academic
progress is a priority; however, the institution also
highly values all aspects of learning that
contribute to the development of lifelong skills.
There are numerous extra-curricular programs such
as marching band, color guard, cheer, dance, soccer,
football, debate, and sanctioned clubs to name a few.
Staff and leadership recognize that high levels of
discipline and accountability are necessary to
participate in these extra-curricular activities and to
support the students’ efforts in these areas. Students
must follow the terms and conditions of the Utah High
School Activities Association and Westlake High
School, which include complying with all safety
regulations, maintaining grade point averages, and
required attendance standards to participate in these
non-academic activities. Future Farmers of America is
one activity the school is very proud of, with Westlake
High School having the most participants of any
school in the state of Utah. Another notable activity
that was highlighted by the institution is the
Thundervision film class. This past year students in
this course traveled to New York to participate in the
world’s largest high school film competition, the All-
American High School Festival. Westlake
Thundervision students entered three categories
placing eighth in one category and taking first place in
another. This accomplishment demonstrates strong
student engagement and active learning as well as
strong support from their teachers. All students at the
institution can find their niche with such a large
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selection of extracurricular activities available, and the
staff makes sure student diversity is respected. It was
noted in the narratives that if there is a complaint
about a diverse student group or a student being
targeted for any reason it is immediately reported to
administration and a process to deal with the issue
quickly and efficiently is started. This will involve
collaborating with parents, teachers, and students to
achieve an acceptable and safe outcome. Staff
receive training on how to support students with
diverse language needs as well as students with
disabilities. Students with intensive needs receive
support in a life skills classroom and attend other
classrooms accompanied by a peer tutor or teacher
aide. The institution has observed the benefits of
students with disabilities participating in non-special
education classes for both the teachers and students
in these general education courses. The school
supports the Career Technical Education Pathways
program outlined and funded by the Utah School
Board of Education. Learners pursuing this program
can participate in state and national clubs and
competitions that also align with Family, Career, and
Community Leaders of America, (FCCLA), Distributive
Education Clubs of America, (DECA), and the Future
Farmers of America. The Pathways program offers
courses that students can take at M-Tech, a technical
college located near the school. A great benefit of the
CTE program is that students can earn professional
licensure and the state will pay the tuition for these
courses. For many of these students who do not want
to pursue a college degree, these technical
certifications provide security for their future and bring
them closer to realizing their professional potential. It
was apparent to the team that the school provides an
environment that allows learners to be involved in
opportunities suited to their needs and interests and
supports them as they prepare for the future.

Growth in Learning

Leaders use data from a variety of sources and
stakeholder input to make decisions about
retaining, changing, or replacing programs and
practices that support the growth and well-being
of staff and learners. There are systems in place at
the institution that allow for scheduled and consistent
meetings of staff to examine data and best practices
for student learning. The administrative team,
professional learning coaches, and teachers meet
frequently at scheduled times to make timely
decisions relevant to student progress and to promote
positive student culture. These meetings include
decision-making regarding staff professional

development, scheduling of classes, materials needed
for programs, and adjustments that might need to be
made to existing programs and processes at the
school. The open approach of the administration in
gathering feedback from teachers ensures that staff
feel supported and changes that occur are a result of
staff input. The implementation of the curriculum and
instructional practices is based on teacher observation
and data gathered by stakeholders. Attention is given
to feedback from the school community council,
teacher leader teams, and the number of students
enrolled in classes. In a school with as many students
as Westlake High School, frequent adjustments are
made that relate to program funding, materials that
need to be purchased, interest levels in particular
courses and if they are to grow or be replaced with
different course offerings. Information about student
and teacher interest in courses is communicated from
teachers to department leaders, who communicate
with the administrator assigned to work with that
department. This system of communication ensures
that information on curricular decisions remains timely
and valid in line with the best interests of the students.
Decisions on course selections also include
opportunities for students to take classes at Utah
Valley University and Advanced Placement classes.
These are determined yearly based on interest,
enrollment, and standardized test outcomes. As was
previously mentioned, for students who are not
college bound there are many choices offered through
the Career Technical Pathways program providing
such options as robotics and computer programming,
business training, accounting, and entrepreneurship.
The institution has systems in place to review and
determine effective programs and processes to assure
learners have access to relevant coursework that
addresses their growth and well-being. However, the
team would suggest they also look at survey data
gathered from the surveys administered to teachers,
students, and parents. In the survey, it was noted that
parents and students do not share some of the same
perceptions about engaging learning as the teachers.
Teachers report time is mostly spent on engaging
activities while students and parents felt most of the
class time is used for lecturing and teacher-directed
instruction. Leaders are encouraged to develop
implementation plans for more consistent learner-
centered classrooms to engage individual learning
needs through collaboration, higher-order thinking
skills, and greater student agency.

The Engagement Review Team congratulates
Westlake High School on their preparation for the
Engagement Review and hopes that the report helps
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to successfully guide them on their continuous
improvement journey.
